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The Divine Kiss of God’s Word
I. Review

A. The Song of Songs contains something so unique to the Word of God – it is the most dynamic and concentrated book in revealing the emotional capacity and makeup of God. In it we have been given access to peer into the deep movements of God’s heart. Anyone who will receive the weight of its message by turning it into prayer will experience certain inward transformation.

B. We do not receive revelation of God’s affections easily. Yet we must pursue it and receive this revelation in order to be transformed at the deepest levels. We must do more than “study the menu.” The Bible is the menu that shows us what is available, we must actually eat from the menu if it is to change us. It is possible to starve to death in the greatest restaurant in the earth, even if you “study the menu.”
39 You search the Scriptures, for in them you think you have eternal life; and these are they with testify of Me. 40 But you are not willing to come to Me that you may have life. (Jn. 5:39-40)
C. The Song of Songs is an 8 chapter love song that can be interpreted many ways. The view we are taking is the interpretation of a love song that pictures Jesus as the bridegroom (Solomon) and the individual believer as the bride (the Shulamite).

D. The uniqueness of the Song is not in new information, but in its intense focus on holy romance. No new information about God is given (meaning the reality of a lovesick God is not a new revelation of God), just more intense and focused, which makes this a very unique book.
E. Two primary sections in the Song:

1. The first four chapters focus on the Bride understanding her inheritance in Jesus. These chapters emphasize how God views and desires her.

2. The last four chapters focus on Jesus’ inheritance in the Bride. As we seek something from Jesus, He is seeking something from us. He wants us to love Him with all of our heart (Mt. 22:37).
3. The focus of the book completely shifts right in the middle (4:16-5:1)

F. This song reveals the pattern for growing in passion for Jesus. It touches the significant principles and practical realties necessary to develop mature love for God.
1. Understanding the Song helps us identify the issues that God is specifically dealing with in our lives. It equips us to discern what God is doing in the different seasons of our lives. In our journey, we ebb and flow in and out of the testing and blessing described throughout the Song.

2. People often find themselves in two places in the Song at one time. People also often revisit the same place in the Song more than once throughout their journey. Just because we have passed a season in the Song once does not mean that we will never re-visit it again.
II. Introduction

2 Let Him kiss me with the kisses of His mouth (Word) – for Your love is better than wine. (Song 1:2)
A. The dominant theme in the Song of Solomon is the emotions or affections of God for His Bride. We must make it a priority to study and meditate on the subject of God’s emotions. This is important to our own emotional health.
B. King David was referred to as the “man after God’s heart.” He was a student of the emotions and heart of God. King David had more revelation into the emotions and affections of God than anyone in his generation, He was a student the heart of God, or a man after His heart. The power of David’s life amidst many failures was that he understood God’s heart.
C. We are transformed as we understand the way God thinks and feels about us, especially in our weakness. This revelation causes us to run to Him instead of from Him. It causes us to have confidence in His love and open our heart to Him in our weakness. Many sincere believers seek God with a condemned heart or a closed and guarded spirit. The idea is simple, but it is foundational to every believer. This simply reality has profound impacts as the years unfold.
D. Our experience of God’s love is not to be quenched nor drowned by any “flood.” Many live with a quenched heart where their ability to experience God’s love has been drowned. Water puts out any fire if there is enough water. Only the supernatural fire of God’s love cannot be quenched or drowned out by water.
6 Set Me (Jesus) as a seal upon your heart…for love (God’s love in us) is as strong as death…its flames are flames of fire… 7 Many waters (persecution, sin, condemnation, pressures, etc) cannot quench love, nor can the floods drown it. (Song 8:6-7)
III. the kiss of god’s word

A. This passage summarizes the Bride’s theology of how to grow in holy passion. The fire of His love manifests itself by tenderizing our hearts to feel some of what Jesus feels as He progressively releases the kisses of His word.
2 Let Him kiss me with the kisses of His mouth (word) – for Your love is better than wine. (Song 1:2-4)
B. The eight chapter love Song unfolds the implications of receiving the Divine kiss. This is the theme of the Bride’s life. The book starts with a cry for the kisses of God’s Word to touch her heart, and ends with the Bride being supernaturally empowered with a fiery seal of love to receive (feel) the affections of God and then supernaturally empowered to love God back the way He loves her.

C. The measure of the Father’s love for Jesus is the measure of the Father’s love for us (Jn. 17:23), the measure of Jesus’ love for us (Jn. 15:9), and of love that we will have for Jesus (Jn. 17:26).
D. The maiden requests the kisses of the King’s mouth. The Word of God is what proceeds from God’s mouth (Duet. 8:3). Our heart can only live by that which comes from the mouth of God. For 3,000 years, rabbis have referred to the “kisses of His mouth” in this verse as the “kiss of the Torah”.
3 So He humbled you, allowed you to hunger, and fed you with manna…that He might make you know that man shall not live by bread alone; but man lives by every word that proceeds from the mouth of the LORD. (Duet. 8:3)
E. The Divine kiss is a metaphor for intimacy with God. I like to picture it as God’s hand touching my heart by the Holy Spirit to expand my capacity to receive His love and give myself back to Him in love.

F. The Divine kiss speaks of God’s invitation to go deep with Jesus. The kiss of God’s word speaks of the release of the Word of God that tenderizes our hearts in the love of God.

IV. The maiden’s highest request: the kisses of god’s word

A. The maiden’s supreme request to the Father was that He would let Jesus kiss her with the kisses of His mouth.

B. Solomon probably wrote this love song much in the same way of his own personal experience with God. (2 Chron. 1:7-12). Early in Solomon’s life God visited him in a dream to test him by allowing him to make one request for anything he wanted. He asked for supernatural impartation of wisdom and knowledge to serve God better.

C. In a very similar way, God has invited the Church to ask for anything in His will. As the Bride, we stand in the Fathers presence and ask for what we want most: “Father, let Him kiss me with the kisses of His Word. We want the deepest things that God will give the human spirit. We want to be consumed in love for Jesus.”

22 And whatever things you ask in prayer, believing, you will receive. (Mt. 21:22)

23 Whoever…does not doubt in his heart, but believes that those things he says will come to pass, he will have whatever he says. (Mk. 11:23)

13 Whatever you ask in My name, that I will do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son. 14 If you ask anything in My name, I will do it. (Jn. 14:13-14).

D. God continues to test His people by allowing them to ask for anything. The cry of the Bride is for the kisses of His word more than anything. She wants this more than power, prominence and earthly comforts. God is raising up a people who long for the kisses of God’s Word. There are many necessary and good things to ask for. They are secondary. The greatest prayer of faith is to receive grace to love God with all of our heart, mind, soul, and strength.

11 And they overcame him (Satan) by the blood of the Lamb, the word of their testimony and they did not love their lives to the death. (Rev. 12:11)
V. the three fold nature of the cry for the kisses of god’s word

A. First, this is the great prophetic cry that expresses where the Spirit is leading the Church. The Holy Spirit will restore the First Commandment to first place before Jesus returns. When Jesus spoke this He was speaking of the Holy Spirit’s promise to Him to fashion a lovesick bride whose desire is for Him. The Church will cry out in unity with the Holy Spirit and with a Bride’s love, “Come Jesus!”
37 Jesus said to him, “You shall (prophecy) love the LORD your God with all your heart… (Mt. 22:37)
B. Second, this is the great philosophical cry of the human heart that answers why we exist. The ultimate purpose and meaning of our life is to experience intimacy with God. The absolute definition of success is to be a wholehearted lover of God. We know that we are successful when we know we are loved by God and desire to be a wholehearted lover of God. This is true success. It has nothing to do with circumstances.

C. Third, this is the great psychological cry that answers how our heart functions. It answers the mystery of how our heart experiences true happiness and is satisfied. God designed us so that experiencing His love is the most pleasurable reality available to the human make-up. We were created to love God with all of our heart. When we do not love God with a passionate heart, then our emotional life is out of balance. Life does not work without pursuing this. Many in the body of Christ are suffering from spiritual boredom because they are not passionate in their pursuit to love God.
VI. practical application: seeking the kisses of god’s word

A. We receive the kisses of God’s Word by pray-reading God’s Word or in meditation on it as we set our heart to receive the deepest things that God will give us.

B. In times of temptation, we speak this truth before the Lord. We say, “I will not yield to sin. Father let Him kiss me. My life is about receiving the kisses of God’s Word. This is who I am.” When people mistreat us, we declare, “My life is not primarily about being more popular, I Live for the kisses of God’s Word.”
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
