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Session 5: Overview of the End-Times

I. the day of the lord: 2 extremes in the final generation

11 The day of the LORD is great and very terrible; who can endure it? (Joel 2:11)

17 For the great day of His wrath has come, and who is able to stand? (Rev. 6:17)
A. The Day of the Lord refers to the unusual End-Time events related to the Second Coming of Jesus. Those events, both positive and negative, will come to fullness in the final 3 ½ years before Jesus’ return (Zeph. 1:14-18; 1 Thes. 5:1-3; 2 Pet. 3:8-12). Those events will be very good for those who love Jesus and are responsive to Him. Those events will be very negative (terrible) for those who refuse Him.

1. It will be a great day for the responsive and the greatest revival in history as the Church comes into full victory full of God’s glory and power. It will include the miracles in the book of Acts and the book of Exodus combined and multiplied on a global scale. It will be the greatest outpouring of the Spirit (Joel 2:28-32).

28 And it shall come to pass afterward that I shall pour out My Spirit on all flesh…30 And I will show wonders… 32 And it shall come to pass that whoever calls on the name of the LORD shall be saved. For in Mount Zion there shall be deliverance, as the LORD has said, among the remnant whom the LORD calls. (Joel 2:28-32)
2. It will be a very terrible day for the rebellious as they will experience the most severe judgments of God as well as the fullness of Satan’s rage against them. The negative dimension of the Day of the Lord is called the Great Tribulation (Mt. 24:21; Jer. 30:7; Dan. 12:1)

21 For then there will be Great Tribulation such as has not been since the beginning of the world… (Mt. 24:21)

1 There shall be a time of trouble, such as never was since there was a nation. (Dan. 12:1)
B. During a period of Israel’s prosperity, they viewed the Day of the Lord as an event that would have negative impact (judgment) on all the surrounding nations (enemies) while only having positive benefits on them. While they correctly understood God’s desire to establish them as the head and not the tail (Duet. 28), they misunderstood God’s methodology to bring them into the fullness of their destiny.

18Woe to you who desire the day of the LORD! For what good is it to you? It will be darkness, and not light. (Amos 5:18)
1. Israel’s problem was that most of them were just as wicked, if not more wicked than all of the surrounding nations. If God comes, all those in opposition to Him fall under judgment.

2. The Father’s chosen method to glorify Jesus and give Him the fullness of His inheritance was to cultivate meekness, humility, and love unto death on a cross before raising Him from the dead and ultimately to receive His inheritance (Psalm 2).
3. God continually sent prophets to Israel to correct their faulty theology. They brought correct perspective of what their future held, God will establish them in the promises, but only through the pressure-cooker of testing and trials.

C. In God’s perfect leadership, His chosen method to prepare the earth for the Second Coming of Jesus is also His chosen method to prepare the Church. He desires that she would be a fiery, zealous, wholehearted, tender, meek, equally yoked bride. One who is able to receive an unshakable kingdom (Heb. 12:27-29; 1 Pet. 4:17-18; Mal. 3:1-4; Dan. 11:35; Hag. 2:6-7). The great and terrible events of the Day of the Lord will be the perfect context to birth a radically different expression of Christianity on the earth. This will lead to the birthing of a radically different kingdom on earth – the Kingdom of God in fullness.

27 Now this, ‘Yet once more,’ indicates the removal of those things which are being shaken, as of things that are made, that the things which cannot be shaken may remain. 28 Therefore, since we are receiving a kingdom which cannot be shaken, let us have grace, by which we may serve God acceptably with reverence and godly fear. 29 For our God is a consuming fire. (Heb. 12:27-29)

17 For the time has come for judgment to begin at the house of God; and if it begins with us first, what will be the end of those who do not obey the gospel of God? 18 Now, ‘If the righteous is scarcely saved, where will the ungodly and the sinner appear?’ (1 Pet. 4:17-18)

1 ‘Behold, I send My messenger, and he will prepare the way before Me. And the Lord, whom you seek, will suddenly come to His temple, even the Messenger of the covenant, in whom you delight. Behold, He is coming,’ says the LORD of hosts. 2 But who can endure the day of His coming? And who can stand when He appears? For He is like a refiner’s fire and like launderers’ soap. 3 He will sit as a refiner and a purifier of silver; He will purify the sons of Levi, and purge them as gold and silver, that they may offer to the LORD an offering in righteousness. 4Then the offering of Judah and Jerusalem will be pleasant to the LORD, as in the days of old, as in former years. (Mal. 4:1-4)

35And some of those of understanding shall fall, to refine them, purify them, and make them white, until the time of the end; because it is still for the appointed time. (Dan. 11:35)

6 ‘For thus says the LORD of hosts: Once more (it is a little while) I will shake heaven and earth, the sea and dry land; 7 and I will shake all nations, and they shall come to the Desire of All Nations, and I will fill this temple with glory,’ says the LORD of hosts. (Hag. 2:6-7)
D. Two concepts necessary for understanding God’s leadership at the end of the age:
1. God is radically committed to process – of which includes our responses stimulated by His grace which produces growth in us over time. The first 30 years of Jesus life were just as important as the last 3 ½. The same is true of John the Baptist. Many believers are waiting for the day when God suddenly changes everything and we are fully mature.

2. A crucial part of His process in our lives involves the fellowship of His sufferings, (Phil. 3:10) by which we become like Him. Through this process we begin to not love the things of this world (1 John 2:15), but live for a coming reward and a coming kingdom (Heb. 11:13-16).

3. Understanding these two concepts gives great dignity to our choices and responses in light of their relationship to the age to come. Our history in God now will have relevance then.

II. The Harlot Babylon: religious and Economic Network

A. The Harlot Babylon is a worldwide religious and economic network that precedes the Great Tribulation. It will be filled with evil to seduce many to follow them and it will persecute the saints (Revelation 17-18). There will be a great falling away from the faith prior to the tribulation of the saints (Mt. 24:9-13; 2 Thes. 2:3; 1 Tim. 4:1-2; 2 Tim. 4:3-4). The great falling away will be one of the major pressures facing the Church at the end of the age. The Harlot Babylon will contribute greatly to this falling away.

1 Now the Spirit expressly says that in latter times some will depart from the faith, giving heed to deceiving spirits and doctrines of demons. (1 Tim. 4:1)

3 Let no one deceive you by any means, for that Day will not come unless the falling away comes first, and the man of sin is revealed, the son of perdition. (2 Thes. 2:3)
III. the great tribulation

B. The purpose of the Great Tribulation is to purify God’s people, bring in the harvest (including the salvation of Israel), vindicate the saints, expose false believers within the Church, demonstrate God’s power in protecting the saints (Rom. 9:17), punish sin (2 Thes. 1:6-10; Isa. 26:21), and purge the earth from the defilement of sin (Isa. 24:4-6; Zech. 13:2)

C. God will demonstrate what wicked men do when He gives them the desires of their heart. With all the wealth and power, they will use it only to oppress the weak and make a name for themselves as they fuel each other deeper and deeper into wickedness.

D. The Great Tribulation emphasizes the negative dimensions of the Day of the Lord in the final 3 ½ years before Jesus returns.

E. The principle of God’s judgment: God will use the least severe means to reach the greatest amounts of people at the deepest levels of love without violating anyone’s free-will in training the future rulers of the earth. God’s judgment removes options that function as props in our lives that we falsely trust in and temptations that we yield to.

F. The central pressure facing the Church and the nations of the earth is a ‘counterfeit trinity’ (Rev. 13:1-2, 11) that includes the final great expressions of the rage of Satan (Rev. 12:7), the reign of the Antichrist over a powerful international empire (Dan. 11:36-45; Rev. 13:1-2; 17:12-17), and the influence of the False Prophet who will orchestrate an oppressive false prayer and worship movement (Rev. 13:11-17).
G. The Antichrist is a literal man who will be the ultimate expression of the fullness of man’s sin (Dan. 8:23; 2 Thes. 2:3; Rev. 9:21; 14:18; 18:5).

23 And in the latter time of their kingdom, when the transgressors have reached their fullness, a king shall arise, having fierce features, who understands sinister schemes. (Dan. 8:23)
A. God’s response to this final escalation of man’s sin and wickedness as multitudes of people fully reject His ways and embrace darkness will be to pour out the fullness of His judgment (Rev. 14:10; 15:7). There is a day coming in which there will be a global blasphemy of the Holy Spirit. The nations will know who Jesus is and who the Holy Spirit is and hate Him, calling Him evil. The fullness of His judgment includes the three numbered judgment series: The Seven Seals (Revelation 6), the Seven Trumpets (Rev. 8-9), and the Seven Bowls of Wrath (Rev. 16).

IV. why study the end-times?

A. Why study the End-Times? To prepare the Church to be victorious in love and power during the most dramatic time period in world history. We want to prepare the Church to embrace and participate in this coming release of God’s glory instead of neglecting or resisting it. This is the one generation that God has chosen to announce with signs that increase in intensity as we near the return of Jesus. God calls it wisdom to understand these things because it means life and death for us (Rev. 13:18; 17:9).

B. We study End-Times to prepare the Church to interpret the crisis rightly. Studying the End-Times increases our urgency in intercession knowing that we can minimize evil and increase victory in geographic regions establishing ‘pockets of mercy’ (Joel 2:13-14; Zeph. 2:3).

C. Studying End-Times increases and strengthens our confidence in God’s sovereignty (He is fully in control and not surprised by what is happening). As we see events unfold before our eyes, we have courage to proclaim the message knowing God is in control.

D. We study End-Times because it reveals Jesus’ heart and leadership. The study of the End-Times is mainly the study of Jesus (Rev. 1:1). The Jesus revealed in End-Time passages is the same Jesus operating out of the same heart and same power of the Holy Spirit as His first coming.

1 The Revelation of Jesus Christ, which God gave Him to show His servants… (Rev. 1:1)

E. Studying the End-Times draws us into friendship with God. It makes us answer the question, ‘How then shall I live?’ Jesus’ answer is to ‘watch’ or to develop a dynamic connection with the Holy Spirit through prayer, fasting, the Word and pursuing 100% obedience (Mt. 24:42; 2 Pet. 3:11-14). The wisdom of God is to pour out our lives in voluntary weakness at the feet of our coming King.

42 Watch therefore, for you do not know what hour your Lord is coming. (Mt. 24:42)

11 Therefore, since all these things will be dissolved, what manner of persons ought you to be in holy conduct and godliness, 12 looking for and hastening the coming of the day of God, because of which the heavens will be dissolved, being on fire, and the elements will  melt with fervent heat? (2 Pet. 3:11-12)
F. Scripture requires those who are living in that generation to know it and prepare accordingly. Jesus and Paul spoke of the ‘know-ability’ of the prophetic signs in the End-Times (Mt. 24:32-34; Lk. 21:25-29; 1 Thes. 5:1-6; 2 Thes. 2:1-11).

33 So you also, when you see all these things, know that it is near – at the doors! (Mt. 24:33)
G. Common lies related to End-Time prophecy:
1. It is mostly symbolic – Truth: Scripture should be taken at face value unless otherwise noted

2. It is not relevant – Truth: End-Time prophecy is not just for the curious, it is a matter of life and death for us

3. It is impossible to understand – Truth: the Bible was not mostly written for scholars

4. Every generation has believed that they were the final generation – Truth: Only less than 1% of each generation except for the apostle’s generation believed they were at the end

5. We won’t be here when these events unfold – Truth: The rapture of the saints clearly takes place after the Great Tribulation (Mt. 24:29-31). We will go through the Great Tribulation with great power and victory (Rev. 12:11).
V. the book of revelation

A. The book of Revelation gives us the answer to the critical question found in Joel 2: Who can stand in the Day of the Lord? Those who stand are those who are sealed and protected by God (Revelation 7).
B. A central theme in the book of Revelation is to be an over-comer. His definition of overcoming in found in Revelation 12:11. 
11 And they (saints) overcame him (Satan) by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their testimony, and they did not love their lives to the death. (Rev. 12:11)
C. This book is a prayer manual for the persecuted church. One reason we have such a difficult time understanding it right now is because we are not in any sort of persecution. The book of Revelation is meant to give us a living hope of the age to come. It steadies our hearts during the greatest pressures to ever come upon the human heart at the end of the age. It continually points to the long-awaited great reversal of Dan. 7:9-28. In this great reversal, the persecuted saints will gain victory over their persecutors and be given thrones. From those thrones they will judge and govern those who had previously ruled over them wickedly. It’s a glorious turn around. The understanding of eternal rewards fuels our hearts, especially when we face persecution.
D. The book of Revelation was never meant to be the comprehensive study on the End-Times. It is the largest single portion of Scripture dedicated to End-Times, but it was meant to draw together hundreds of End-Times passages scattered throughout Scripture. There are 300 allusions to the OT in the book of Revelation. This book brings those passages together so we can have a completed picture of the End-Times.

VI. The Victorious Church: Over-comers full of God’s Glory

A. The greatest revival will occur with a victorious Church full of God’s glory (Mt. 16:18; 22:37; Jn. 17:21-26; Rev. 7:9; 12:11; 15:2; 19:7-8; 22:17, 20)

B. The spirit of prophecy will be poured out on all flesh with power (Isa. 26:9; Jer. 5:4-5; 23:20; 31:9; Mal. 4:6; Joel 2:28-29; Acts 2:17; Rev. 11:3-6)
C. Supernatural provision (food, water). God will give provision like He did in the Exodus from Egypt (Micah 7:15).

D. Supernatural protection is seen as God seals His saints to protect them from His wrath (Ezek. 9:4-6; Rev. 7:2-3, 9:4). There will be multiplied stories of supernatural protection from enemies (Psalm 91), while others will be allowed to be killed (Dan. 7:21, 25; 11:33-35; Lk. 21:16-19; Rev. 17:6)

E. Supernatural direction will come by prophetic revelation (Jer. 31:9; Joel 2:28). The Lord will direct us to water, food, refuge, safety (be at the right place at the right time to avoid earthquakes, bombs, etc.)

F. The Church will be rooted in the bridal paradigm (Rev. 22:17; Hos. 2:16; Mt. 22:37)

G. The prayer and worship movement will operate with great authority (Isa. 24:14-16; 42:10-13; 62:6-7; Jer. 31:7; Joel 2:12-17, 32; Zeph. 2:1-3; Mt. 21:13; Lk. 18:7-8; Jn. 17:21-26; Rev. 5:8; 8:3-5; 22:17, 20) as they cause the Great Tribulation by releasing the judgment of God through worship and intercession much like Moses did before Pharaoh.
VII. Outline of the end-time events

A. THE BEGINNING OF SORROWS (BEGINNING OF LABOR PAINS)

1. Matthew 24:4-8 shows the events that will mark this time period. This is the beginning signs signaling the nearness of the coming Day of the Lord. These signs serve as a warning to the Church to begin preparing with urgency. Signs include:

Israel becoming re-instituted as a nation (1948)
False christs (spiritual deception)

Increased War (military conflict)
Ethnic Conflict (civil disorder)

Economic Warfare (boycotts, etc.)

Famine (food, drought)

Pestilence (trouble, Mk. 13:8)

Earthquakes

B. THE TRIBULATION (INCREASED LABOR PAINS)
1. This period is the first 3 ½ years of the final seven before Jesus returns. The Church will be under persecution during this time, but the rest of the world will be ‘resting quietly’ in a false peace and safety. The Harlot Babylon (economic and religious network) will thrive during this time and she will become drunk on the blood of the saints (Rev. 17:6).

2. Israel will make a peace treaty with the surrounding nations of the Middle East initiated by the Antichrist as they accept him as their Messiah (Jn. 5:43; Isa. 28:18; Dan. 9:27).

43 I have come in My Father’s name, and you do not receive Me; if another (Antichrist) comes in his own name, him you will receive. (Jn. 5:43)
3. Key events occurring before the hard labor:
World-wide false peace and safety (1 Thes. 5:1-3; Rev. 17:6; Mt. 24:37-39)

Antichrist moves with deceitful diplomacy (peace treaties; Dan. 8:23, 25; 9:27; 11:21, 34)

Evil 10-nation confederation arises (Rev. 17:3, 12)

False Prophet rises up (Rev. 13:11-18)

Israel/Middle East false peace treaty (Dan. 9:27)

City of Babylon re-established (Rev. 17-18)

Jerusalem Temple re-built (Rev. 11:1-2)

The great falling away (2 Thes. 2:3; Mt. 24:10-12)

The great harvest (Mt. 24:14; Rev. 7:9, 14; 14:15)

C. THE GREAT TRIBULATION (Final 3 ½ years before Jesus returns)

1. The Great Tribulation emphasizes the negative dimensions of the Day of the Lord in the final 3 ½ years before Jesus returns. The major event that marks the beginning of the Great Tribulation is the Antichrist breaking his peace covenant with Israel and the surrounding nations of the Middle East. He will sit as god in the temple, convincing the nations that he is god. Daniel referred to this as the ‘abomination of desolation.’ (Dan. 9:27; 11:31; 12:11; Mt. 24:15; 2 Thes. 2:3-12)

3 Let no one deceive you by any means; for that Day will not come unless…the man of sin is revealed, the son of perdition, 4 who opposes and exalts himself above all that is called God or that is worshiped, so that he sits as God in the temple of God, showing himself that he is God…9 The coming of the lawless one is according to the working of Satan, with all power, signs, and lying wonders, 10 and with all unrighteous deception among those who perish… 11 And for this reason God will send them strong delusion, that they should believe the lie… (2 Thes. 2:3-11)
2. Key events related to the middle of the 7 year period:

Abomination of Desolation – The Antichrist demands worship (Dan. 9:27; Mt. 24:15; 2 Thes. 2:2-4; Rev. 13:11-18)

The 2 Witnesses come forth (Rev. 11:3-6; Mal. 4:5)

144,000 Israelites sealed (Rev. 7:1-8)

Michael stands up against Satan (Rev. 12:1-12; Dan. 12:1)

All nations gathered against Jerusalem (Zech. 12:3; 14:2)

Increased martyrdom (Rev. 6:11; 13:7; 16:6; 17:6; 18:24)

Israel’s strength shattered (Dan. 12:7)

Armageddon Campaign begins

3. The whole earth will be under tribulation as the Church experiences the rage of Satan and the wicked men of the earth experience the most severe judgments of God.

4. The central pressure that the earth will face is the coming of the ‘counterfeit trinity’ including Satan, the Antichrist, and the False Prophet.
1st Seal (White Horse) the Antichrist’s political and military aggression (Rev. 6:1-2)
2nd Seal (Red Horse) World War (Rev. 6:3-4)
3rd Seal (Black Horse) Famine (Rev. 6:5-6)
4th Seal (Pale Horse) Death (1/4 of the earth killed) (Rev. 6:7-8)
5th Seal (Prayer Movement) spiritual atmosphere – releasing God’s judgment (Rev. 6:9-11)
6th Seal (Cosmic Crisis) natural atmosphere (Rev. 6:12-17)
7th Seal (Anointed Prayer) an angel is given Divine incense to enhance the End-Time prayer movement. This contributes to the releasing of the 7 trumpet judgments (Rev. 8:1-6)
1st Trumpet (Food Supply) Burning 1/3 of the earth’s vegetation (Rev. 8:7)
2nd Trumpet (Food Supply) Destroying 1/3 of the earth’s seas (Rev. 8:8-9)
3rd Trumpet (Water Supply) Poisoning 1/3 of the earth’s waters (Rev. 8:10-11)
4th Trumpet (Light/Energy) Darkening 1/3 of the earth’s light (Rev. 8:12-13)
5th Trumpet (Torment) Releasing demonic locust (Rev. 9:1-12)
6th Trumpet (Death) Releasing demons to kill 1/3 of the earth’s population (Rev. 9:13-21)
7th Trumpet (Rapture of the Church) – Jesus’ Second Coming procession begins. Jesus’ Kingdom will replace all other kingdoms (Rev. 11:15-19)
D. THE SECOND COMING PROCESSION – the 7th Trumpet begins Jesus second coming procession. It starts with the rapture of the Church as Jesus does a global procession across the sky to rapture His saints (Rev. 1:7; 11:15-17), then across the land (Isa. 63:1-6; Rev. 19:11-19), and entering Jerusalem after the 7th bowl to end the Armageddon Campaign.
1. This occurs over a 30 day period prophesied by Daniel (Dan. 12:11). It is during this time that Jesus marches across the land as the Warrior King, winning great military battle, taking over the kingdoms of the earth. The 7 bowls of wrath are poured out during this 30 day period.
1st Bowl – Loathsome sore on all Antichrist worshippers (Rev. 16:2)
2nd Bowl – All seas turn to blood killing everything in them (Rev. 16:3-4)
3rd Bowl – All fresh waters turned to blood (Rev. 16:4-7)
4th Bowl – Scorching heat from the sun (Rev. 16:8-9)
5th Bowl – Darkness on the Antichrist’s global empire (Rev. 16:10-11)
6th Bowl – Demons lure the nations to Armageddon (Rev. 16:12-16)
7th Bowl – Greatest earthquake and 100 pound hailstones (Rev. 16:17-21)

2. Jesus is returning in context to a military conflict. All nations will be gathering around Jerusalem to annihilate it. Three streams will come together at the same time which will provide the perfect context for Jesus to return to the earth.

a) The nations will fully reject Jesus (global blasphemy of the Holy Spirit; Rev. 14:18-19; 16:9, 11, 21) 

b) The Church will cry, ‘Come!’ to Jesus (Rev. 22:17)

c) The remnant of Israel will be crying, ‘Help!’ (Zech. 14:2)

3. The redeemed will cry out to Jesus in 3 ways:

a) “Jesus, come and judge the wicked, cleanse the earth of wickedness by cleansing the earth of the wicked.”
b) “Jesus, come for us, come back to us.”
c) “Jesus, come and save Your people Israel”
4. There will be three types of people when Jesus appears in the sky:

a) Redeemed – who are rapture during Jesus’ worldwide procession across the sky.

b) Reprobate – who took the mark of the beast will be judged and then killed (some executed). At this time there will be up to 1-3 billion people who took the mark still alive, these will not just disappear.
c) Resisters – unsaved survivors (Jewish and Gentile) of the Great Tribulation who refused to worship the Antichrist. These resisters will stand against evil governments without having regard to faith in God. Scripture refers to those who are ‘left’ or ‘who remain’. These will have opportunity to be saved after Jesus returns and then populate the millennial earth (Isa. 4:3; 10:20; 11:11; 49:6; 65:8; 66:19; Jer. 31:2; Amos 9:9-10; Joel 2:32; Zech. 12:14; 13:8; 14:16). It is the same God who preserved your life until you said ‘yes’ to Jesus because He knew in His foreknowledge that you would.
E. THE MILLENNIAL KINGDOM – a new age is ushered in as the Kingdom of God is established in fullness by Jesus.

1. The Millennium is a 1,000 year period when Jesus will rule the whole world from Jerusalem in righteousness and peace (Rev. 20:4-6) in partnership with resurrected saints who rule with Him (Rev. 2:26-27; 3:21; 5:10; 20:4-6; 22:5; Mt. 19:28; 20:21-23; 25:23; Lk. 19:17-19; 22:29-30; 1 Cor. 6:2-3; 2 Tim. 2:12; Rom. 8:17; Jer. 3:17; Is. 2:2-3).

4 And I was thrones, and they sat on them, and judgment was committed to them. Then I saw the souls of those who had been beheaded for their witness to Jesus and for the word of God, who had not worshiped the beast or his image, and had not received his mark on their foreheads or on their hands. And they lived and reigned with Christ for a thousand years. 5 But the rest of the dead did not live again until the thousand years were finished. This is the first resurrection. 6 Blessed and holy is he who has part in the first resurrection. Over such the second death has no power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign with Him a thousand years. (Rev. 20:4-6)
2. During this time the kingdom of God will be openly manifest affecting every sphere of life. This will result in unprecedented blessing for the whole earth as Jesus establishes righteousness and prosperity, and restores agriculture, atmosphere, and animal life and to some of the conditions seen in the Garden of Eden (Rev. 20:1-6; Is. 2:1-4; 9:6-9; 11:1-16; 51:1-8; 60-62; 65:17-25; Ps. 2:6-12; 110:1-7; Duet. 8; 28; Mt. 5:5; 6:10; 17:11; 19:28; 28:19; Acts 1:6; 3:21).

3 For the LORD will comfort Zion. He will comfort all her waste places; He will make her wilderness like Eden, and her desert places like the garden of the LORD; joy and gladness will be found in it, thanksgiving and the voice of melody… (Isa. 51:3)

22 …For as the days of a tree, so shall be the days of My people, and My elect shall long enjoy the work of their hands. 23 They shall not labor in vain, nor bring forth children for trouble… 25 The wolf and the lamb shall feed together, the lion shall eat straw like the ox, and dust shall be the serpents food. They shall not hurt nor destroy in all My holy mountain… (Isa. 65:22-25)
3. This period of blessing will be initiated by Jesus’ Second Coming. During the Millennial Reign Jesus will be preparing the earth for the Father to come and dwell in His fullness face to face with humans.

4. Jesus will be orchestrating the centerpiece of God’s eternal purposes: Bringing all things in heaven and earth together into one (Eph. 1:9-10). At the end of the Millennium the Father will come home (1 Cor. 15: 23-24; Gen. 1-2; Rev. 21-22)
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
