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Session 3 – A Worldwide Worship Movement
I. prayer movement in the millennial kingdom (after Jesus’ coming)
A. The house of prayer will be at the center of the government in Millennial Kingdom of Jesus. Night and day intercession will be foundational to His reign (as a human being) over the whole earth as He literally fulfills His mandate to disciple the nations in His ways and prepare the earth for the coming of the Father in fullness to dwell with humans face to face forever (Rev. 20:4-6; 1 Cor. 15:22-28)
B. David says in Psalm 2 that the nations of the earth in the millennium will be given to Jesus through intercession. Jesus will ask the Father for the nations as His inheritance and they will be given to Him.

7 I will declare the decree: The Lord has said to Me, ‘You are My Son, today I have begotten You. 8 Ask of Me (intercession), and I will give You the nations for Your inheritance, and the ends of the earth as Your possession. 9 You shall break them with a rod of iron; You shall dash them to pieces like a potter’s vessel.’ (Ps. 2:7-9)
C. David says in Psalm 22 that God is enthroned in the praises of Israel. When a king sits on his throne, he makes and changes the laws of the land. He releases governmental authority to make laws and bring forth justice. David says that when the people of God sing praises, then God releases His government into the earthly arena. What a stunning concept!
3 But You are holy, enthroned (releasing government) in the praises of Israel. (Ps. 22:3)

1. The fullness of this will be seen in the millennial reign of Jesus over the whole earth as He establishes His ways and leadership in every sphere of life (government, media, arts, technology, etc.)
D. Amos (Amos 9:11-12; Acts 15:16-17) prophesied that the ‘Tabernacle of David’ would be restored in the latter days. In other words, night and day intercession would be established under Jesus’ worldwide reign in the Millennial Kingdom just like it was established under David’s reign over all Israel and His governmental power and leadership would be established over all the earth.
1. When David became King over all Israel, the first thing he did was capture Jerusalem (2 Sam. 5). Then he went and brought up the ark, pitched a tent for it, and placed singers and musicians around it night and day (2 Sam. 6). King David funded 4,000 prophetic musicians and 288 prophetic singers. This was their full-time occupation.
E. Night and day worship and intercession ministry will be foundational to the 1,000 year reign of Jesus. It will be the heartbeat of all He does as He administrates a world-wide government in bringing righteousness, peace, and justice to every level of society.

6 …the government shall be upon His shoulder… 7 Of the increase of His government and peace there will be no end, upon the throne of David and over His kingdom, to order it and establish it with judgment and justice from that time forward, even forever. (Isa. 9:6-9)
II. PRAYER MOVEMENT AT THE END OF THE AGE (BEFORE JESUS’ COMING)

A. Critical to understanding the leadership of God at the end of the age is that He is soveriegnly raising up a prayer movement all across the earth in the generation in which Jesus returns and this prayer movement will ultimately result in the Great Harvest being released in full strength (Rev. 7:9,14; Jl. 2:28-32), the salvation of Israel (Rom. 9-11; Isa. 62:6-7; Zech. 8, 12), and the Second Coming of Jesus (Rev. 22:17; Isa. 24:14-16; 42:10-14).
9 After these things I looked, and behold, a great multitude which no one could number, of all nations, tribes, peoples, and tongues, standing before the throne and before the Lamb… (Rev. 7:9)

26 And so all Israel shall be saved, as it is written: “The Deliverer will come out of Zion, and He will turn away ungodliness from Jacob. (Rom. 11:26)

17 And the Spirit and the Bride say, ‘Come!’ (Rev. 22:17)
B. This prayer movement is a worship movement which is also a prophetic movement. It is one river that the Holy Spirit is orchestrating with many different facets and nuances.

C. One of the major signs that we are living in the generation that will see the return of Jesus is the maturity of the prayer movement across the earth. All across the earth there are houses of prayer being birthed and beginning to go night and day. This is not a network with one name, rather the Holy Spirit is sovereignly raising up houses of prayer all over, each with their own flavor, but all centered around night and day ministry to the Lord through worship and intercession.
D. The great battle at the end of the age is between two houses of prayer. There will be a Satan worship movement led by the Antichrist and the False Prophet (Rev. 13; 2 Thes. 2:1-12) and a Jesus worship movement (Isa. 24:14-16; 42:10-15; Rev. 4-5).

4 So they worshiped the dragon (Satan) who gave authority to the beast (Antichrist); and they worshiped the beast… (Rev. 13:4)
14 And he (false prophet) deceives those who dwell on the face of the earth… telling those who dwell on the earth to make an image to the beast (Antichrist)… 15 He was granted power to give breath to the image of the beast, that the image should both speak and cause as many as would not worship the image of the beast to be killed. (Rev. 13:14-15)
14 They shall lift up their voice, they shall sing; for the majesty of the LORD they shall cry aloud from the sea. 15 Therefore glorify the LORD in the dawning light, the name of the LORD God of Israel in the coastlands of the sea. 16 From the ends of the earth we have heard songs: ‘Glory to the righteous!’ (Isa. 24:14-16)
1. Satan’s worship movement will be funded by the government. He will set up an economic system to control the finances of the earth called the ‘mark of the beast.’ He will fund ‘false prophets’ much like Queen Jezebel (1 Kings 18).
2. Jesus’ worship movement will be supernaturally funded (Hag. 2:6-8). There will be a great transfer of wealth at the end of the age that will fund singers, musicians, and intercessors in the house of prayer and laborers into the harvest which will release the greatest harvest in all human history.
6 For thus says the Lord of hosts: ‘Once more… I will shake heaven and earth… 7 and I will shake all nations, and they shall come to the Desire of All Nations, and I will fill this temple (house of prayer) with glory… 8 The silver is Mine, and the gold is Mine,’ says the Lord of hosts. 9 ‘The glory of this latter temple (house of prayer) shall be greater than the former…’ (Hag. 2:6-9)
E. Moses was a picture of the End-Time prayer movement as a prophet who prayed. Moses would prophesy to Pharaoh that a plague (judgment) was coming. Then he would go pray and it would start. Again, he would go pray and it would stop. The End-Time prayer movement will do this with the clarity that Moses had in prophesying and praying the judgments in the book of Revelation.
F. Revelation 6:9-11 (the 5th seal) shows a huge shift in the spiritual atmosphere related to prayer. This is a judgment on the kingdom of Satan and Antichrist.

9 When He opened the fifth seal, I saw under the altar the souls of those who had been slain for the word of God and for the testimony which they held. 10 And they cried with a loud voice, saying, ‘How long, O Lord, holy and true, until You avenge our blood on those who dwell on the earth?’ (Rev. 6:9-10)
III. Luke 18 – night and day worship & intercession for the breakthrough of speedy justice
A. Luke 18:1-8 is a parable Jesus taught on prayer saying ‘that men always ought to pray and not lose heart.’ Luke 18 is one of the great justice passages in the entire bible. Jesus links night and day prayer with the cry for justice.
B. Luke 17 provides context for night and day prayer. ‘Then’ links Luke 18 to Luke 17. Luke 17:20-37 is a discourse on the end of the age. More specifically, Jesus addresses the severe death toll that is coming in those days. His advice is to ‘watch’ or to develop a heart connection with the Holy Spirit as a way of being prepared and protected. It is in this context that Jesus introduces the reality of night and day prayer for the release of justice in the earth.
1 Then He spoke a parable to them, that men always ought to pray and not lose heart. (Lk. 18:1)

C. Jesus says that speedy justice flows from night and day prayer. The prayer of faith is to keep asking until the breakthrough, not giving up until…
7 And shall not God avenge His own elect who cry out day and night to Him, though He bears long with them? 8 I tell you that He will avenge them speedily. Nevertheless, when the Son of Man comes, will He really find faith on the earth? (Lk. 18:7-8)
D. Jesus’ question was not whether we would start pressing in, but rather whether or not we would keep faithful and persevering in the place of prayer. The prayer room is a stumbling block to the Church because it requires us to face and embrace our weakness. We get tripped up because we cannot see past the weakness and seemingly insignificance of sitting in a room and asking God to do what He has said He will do. Most of us are waiting for the ‘big thing’ to come, but communing with God is as glorious as it gets. We will have other ministry assignments in this age and especially in the age to come, but we will never graduate from the prayer room.

E. God, in His sovereignty, has chosen intercession as His primary method to establish His kingdom on the earth. He will not move apart from us asking Him to. He loves to partner with us in this way. It seems weak and foolish, especially to the unbelieving world. The wisdom of this lifestyle will be fully seen at the end of the age and especially in the age to come.

27 God has chosen the foolish things of this world to put to shame the wise, and God has chosen the weak things of this world to put to shame the things which are mighty…  (1 Cor. 1:27-28)
IV. Intercession unto a revival center (city of refuge)

3Seek the LORD, all you meek of the earth, who have upheld justice…It may be that you will be hidden in the day of the LORD’s anger. (Zeph. 2:3)

A. In the time of the Great Tribulation, there will be entire geographic regions that are completely protected. We call these regions ‘pockets of mercy’ (revival center). They are strategic regions that the Lord is highlighting to be a place of refuge, safety, and blessing to many in the finals years of this age.
1. Goshen is a picture of a pocket of mercy (supernatural protection). While the plagues (judgments) of God affected all of Egypt, Goshen was protected.
B. Pockets of mercy are directly related to the prayer ministry (and spiritual atmosphere which is changed by the prayer ministry) of that region. We have urgency in intercession because we know that we can minimize or completely avert judgment and it is related to the prayer ministry.

12 Now, therefore… turn to Me with all your heart, with fasting, with weeping, and with mourning. 13 So rend your heart…return to the LORD… 14 Who knows if He will turn and relent, and leave a blessing behind…15 Blow the trumpet…consecrate a fast, call a sacred assembly… (Jl. 2:12-15)
C. This ‘house of prayer’ reality is bigger than IHOP-LS. Filling a 24 hour schedule is not completely what we are after, although it is a great start. It is the entire church in the region operating under a divine spirit of prayer. Part of our focus on building the house of prayer is to be established by the Lord as a pocket of mercy. It will take the effort of the entire church in our region, not just one or two ministries.
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
