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About the International House of Prayer – Lake Superior
I. What is an IHOP Missions base?

A. An intercessory missons base is a place where intercessory missionaries are gathered, trained, put in teams and then sent out to plant houses of prayer.

B. Necessary components of an IHOP Missions Base:

1. 24-hour-a-day Prayer Room – in the “harp & bowl” model

2. Full-time school of ministry

3. An intentional strategy to send out missionaries

C. IHOP Premises (the main ideas that we operate from):
1. The Holy Spirit is raising up a global prayer strategy that will far eclipse any other prayer movement in Church history resulting in the Great Harvest in unprecedented numbers. All over the earth it will be common to hear of intercessory worship ministries that continue 24 hours a day.

2. Prayer will be the next missionary movement – Full Time “intercessory missionaries”. There are three sides to the Great Commission – preaching, mercy deeds and prayer. Historically, the prayer side of the Great Commission has been neglected but the Holy Spirit is now restoring it.

3. Full Time “intercessory missionaries” (Luke 2:36-38). Jesus is currently raising up the Anna’s and Mary’s of Bethany. 24 hour prayer furnaces flourish best in context to Anna’s and Mary’s. Luke 1-2 was the dress rehearsal for how God will send His Son into the earth a second time. The anointing of Ann and Mary of Bethany transcends gender and age.
4. A new paradigm of enjoyable prayer – the church will be surprised by because they will interact with God in the house of prayer.

7 I will make you joyful in My house of prayer… (Isa. 56:7)
5. Night and day PRAYER – to continue 24 hours a day (Isa. 62:6-7). This is part of God’s answer to Satan, who accuses the Church night and day (Rev. 12:10).

6. Revelation of the End Time judgments – Shaking in the nations has begun and is increasing. The earth needs houses of prayer to endure through the End-Time judgments. This is not a fad, it is a necessity which brings urgency.
II. Central to the missions base: establishing the 24/7 prayer room
A. Central to the IHOP-LS Missions Base is the prayer room where we engage in worship and intercession as God’s primary means of releasing justice on the earth. Effective ministry flows out of the place of violently pursuing the first commandment. The prayer room is the heartbeat – essence and origin – of everything we do.

B. We seek to operate the prayer room in the spirit of the Tabernacle of David.
1. As a young man David made a vow to find a resting place for God in the earth (Psa. 132). This cry in David’s heart was partly materialized in this tabernacle in which non-stop worship continued unbroken for 33 years.

1 LORD, remember David… 2 How he swore to the LORD, and vowed to the Mighty One of Jacob; 3 surely I will not go into the chamber of my house, or go to the comfort of my bed… 5 until I find a place for the LORD, a dwelling place for the Mighty One of Jacob. (Ps. 132:1-5) 
2. The Tabernacle of David was the tent where King David placed the ark of the covenant. This was different than the Tabernacle of Moses. The Tabernacle of David was a temporary holding place for the ark. It was in David’s heart to build a house for God (the temple), which King Solomon would later build.

1 So the brought the ark of God, and set it in the midst of the tabernacle that David had erected for it. (1 Chr. 16:1)
3. David placed the ark in this tent and put 288 prophetic singers and 4,000 full time musicians and 4,000 gate keepers around it night and day to minister to the Lord.
37 So he (David) left Asaph and his brothers there before the ark of the covenant of the LORD to minister before the ark regularly, as every day’s work required… (1 Chr. 16:37)

7 So the number of them, with their brethren who were instructed in the songs of the LORD, all who were skillful, was two hundred and eighty eight. (1 Chr. 25:7)

5 Four thousand were gatekeepers, and four thousand praised the LORD with musical instruments… (1 Chr. 23:5)
4. David’s plans for worship came from his revelation of what worship and intercession was like around the throne of God (Rev. 4-5). Those closest to the throne of God continually agree with Him in worship and intercession as the most exalted position in the New Jerusalem.
96 I have seen the consummation of all perfection, but Your commandment is exceedingly broad. (Ps. 119:96)

8 The four living creatures… do not rest day or night, saying: ‘Holy, holy, holy, Lord God Almighty, Who was and is and is to come!’ (Rev. 4:8)
5. Amos prophesied of the Tabernacle of David that would be restored. We are NOT the Tabernacle of David. When Israel went astray, God raised up reformers who restored worship according to the Tabernacle of David. All of the 7 ‘OT revivals’ restored this. We seek to operate in the ‘Spirit of the Tabernacle of David’. By this we mean night and day ministry to the Lord, the perpetual worship and intercession. We do not consider what we are doing to be the restored Tabernacle of David.

11 On that day I will raise up the Tabernacle of David, which has fallen down, and repair its damages; I will raise its ruins… (Amos 9:11)
6. David’s revelation of heavenly worship is foundational to David’s throne which is ‘government in the spirit of the Tabernacle of David’ or government based on 24/7 worship and intercession.
3 You are holy, enthroned (release power) on the  praises (singing the Word) of Israel. (Ps. 22:3)

6 Let the high praises of God be in their mouth… 7 to execute vengeance (justice) on the nations, and punishments on the peoples; 8 to bind their kings with chains… 9 to execute on them the written judgment – this honor have all His saints. (Ps. 110:6-9)
7. David commanded God’s people to honor the order of worship he received. Theses principles – establishing full-time singers and musicians – are timeless, valid, and necessary today.
25 Hezekiah…stationed Levites in the house of the LORD with cymbals, with stringed instruments and with harps, according to the commandment of David… for thus was the commandment of the LORD… (2 Chr. 29:25)
C. All of our prayer meetings are led by worship teams using what we call the Harp & Bowl Model of Worship and Intercession separated into two basic prayer formats: Intercessory Worship and Worship With the Word (devotional worship).
1. Intercessory Worship: God’s primary means of releasing justice on the earth. In this format we are corporately entering into agreement in intercession (contending for the breakthrough of God) by singing in one accord. In Psalms 2, the Father tells Jesus to ask Him for the nations and He will give Him the nations as His inheritance.

8 Ask of Me (Intercession), and I will give you the nations for Your inheritance, and the ends of the earth as Your possession. (Ps. 2:8)
2. Worship with the Word: anointed atmosphere to sit at Jesus’ feet like Mary of Bethany and hear His Word. Worship with the word provides the optimum context to mature in the Scriptures as we sharpen one another through revelation by singing the Word. In this format we agree with God about who He is and what He says He will do. These sets are more devotional giving you the opportunity to engage in personal prayer more effectively.
D. In worship and intercession we are agreeing with God:
1. Worship (ministry to God; priestly dimension) – in worship we are agreeing with who God says He is.
2. Intercession (cry for justice; kingly dimension – government) – in intercession we are agreeing with what God says He will do.
E. The terms Harp and Bowl come from Revelation 5:8 where worship and intercession are combined before the throne.
8 Now when He had taken the scroll, the four living creatures and the twenty-four elders fell down before the Lamb, each having a harp (musical instrument – worship) and golden bowls (intercession) full of incense, which are the prayers of the saints. (Rev. 5:8)
III. the international house of prayer missions base lake superior

A. Mission Statement:

International House of Prayer – Lake Superior (IHOP-LS) is a prayer and forerunner ministry that gathers, trains, and empowers worshipping intercessors to operate in the forerunner spirit preparing the way for Jesus’ Second Coming.

IHOP-LS is committed to establish a prayer room in the spirit of the Tabernacle of David where we will perpetually keep charge of the sanctuary, ministering to the Lord night and day.
B. Vision & Goals
1. 24/7 prayer – is it a new idea? Worship and intercession continues non-stop around the throne of God. Also, night and day prayer has been established many times throughout Israel’s history (7 times beginning with King David), and church history. Each time night and day prayer is established on earth the Kingdom of God goes forth with power. Jesus required night and day prayer as a condition for the release of speedy justice (Lk. 18:1-8).
2. Once again, the Holy Spirit is raising up a night and day prayer movement, but this time with global dimensions. Scattered through Old and New Testament passages are glimpses of the earth filled with worship before (and resulting in) the Second Coming of Jesus. Night and day prayer ministries are being raised up all across the earth. This is a significant sign that we are living in the final generation.
14 The shall lift up their voice, they shall sing; for the majesty of the LORD they shall cry aloud from the sea… 16 From the ends of the earth we have heard songs: ‘Glory to the Righteous!’ (Isa 24:14-16)
3. We desire to go before Jesus (like John the Baptist) as forerunners who prepare the way for His Second Coming. Our primary function is to engage in worship and intercession as God’s primary means of establishing justice on earth.
4. With a vision of worship and intercession around the clock led by worship teams, we have an enormous task before us. It will take 84 – 2 hour prayer meetings per week to complete a 24-hour-a-day schedule.
IV. embodying the realities of the ihop acronym
‘To the Church without mixture, God will give the Spirit without measure.’ Paul Cain

A. The IHOP acronym stands for ‘International House of Prayer’. International is used because God calls His house a ‘House of Prayer for all nations.’

7 For My house shall be called a house of prayer for all nations… (Isa. 56:7)
B. The IHOP acronym also stands for four realities that we seek to establish in our spiritual culture:
1. INTERCESSION: this work must be established on literal night and day prayer. We persevere to operate in a Divine spirit of prayer (authority in prayer; Ps. 149 reality).
7 And shall not God avenge (bring about  justice for) His own elect who cry out day and night to Him? 8 I tell you He will avenge them speedily… (Lk. 18:7-8)

1 Sing to the LORD a new song, and His praise in the midst of the assembly… 5 Let the saints…sing aloud… 6 Let the high praises of God be in their mouths, and a two-edged sword in their hand, 7 to execute vengeance on the nations, and punishment on the peoples; 8 to bind kings with chains, and their nobles with fetters of iron; 9 to execute on them the written judgment (in the book of Revelation) – this honor have all the saints. Praise the LORD! (Ps. 149)

10 I will pour out on the house of David and on the inhabitants of Jerusalem the Spirit of grace and supplication… (Zech. 12:10)

2. HOLINESS of heart – we desire to walk in holiness that flows from intimacy (encounter) with God. One who is fascinated and preoccupied with God in their heart is not fascinated with the things of the world. We do, however, recognized the need for a set of standards until Christ is completely formed in us (Galatians 5). A set of imposed rules is not our ideal to motivate people to holiness, love for Jesus and others is our ideal motivation.

2 Your (Jesus’) love is better than wine (the best of the world)… 3 Therefore the virgins love You… 4 Rightly do they love You…. (Song 1:2-4)

17 The Spirit and the bride say, ‘Come!’ (Rev. 22:17)

16 It shall be in that day… that you will call me ‘my Husband’, and no longer ‘my Master’. (Hos. 2:16)
3. Extravagant OFFERING to the poor – we must do works of justice (making wrong things right) with a particular emphasis on the poor and oppressed.

27 Pure and undefiled religion before God and the Father is this: to visit orphans and widows in their trouble, and to keep oneself unspotted from the world. (Js. 1:27)

When you give a dinner or a supper…13…invite the poor, the maimed, the lame, the blind. 14…because they cannot repay you; for you shall be repaid at the resurrection of the just. (Lk. 14:12-14)
4. PREVAILING (persevering) faith – the realm of the Holy Spirit going forth in power. We must persevere in what we are called to do.
12 He who believes in Me, the work I do he will do also; and greater works than these will he do. (Jn. 14:12)

18 Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, being watchful to this end with all perseverance and supplication for all the saints. (Eph. 6:18)
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
