Establishing a House of Prayer Session 3
I. review from last session

A. The CORE culture of the Church: God’s family that functions as a house of prayer.

1. In Scripture, a person’s ‘house’ spoke of their family. The highest identity of the redeemed throughout eternity is to be ‘God’s House’ or His family that releases His resources into the natural realm by functioning as a ‘house of prayer’.

7 For My house shall be called a House of Prayer for all nations. (Isa. 56:7)

2. God opens doors of blessing and closes doors of oppression in response to our prayers. There are blessings that God has chosen to give us, but only as we partner with Him in prayer to release them.

18The Lord will wait, that He may be gracious to you… 19 He will be very gracious to you at the sound of your cry; when He hears it, He will answer you. (Isa. 30:18-19)

3. The governmental center of the universe is the Prayer Room, which includes all the prayers in heaven and on earth that ascend together before God. We are called a house of prayer by God. When God names a person or nation, it indicates their character and how they are to function in God’s government.

3 You are holy, enthroned (release power) in the praises (singing the Word) of Israel. (Ps. 22:3)

6 Let the high praises of God be in their mouth… 7 to execute vengeance (justice) on the nations, and punishments on the peoples; 8 to bind their kings with chains… 9 to execute on them the written judgment – this honor have all His saints. (Ps. 149:6-9)
4. A foundational reason for the current prayer movement that the Holy Spirit is raising up in the earth: so that the Church will be praying until Jesus returns.

17 And the Spirit and the Bride say, ‘Come!’ (Rev. 22:17)
B. There are three necessary components of the IHOP missions base:

1. A 24-hour-a-day prayer room.

2. A full-time training facility.

3. An intentional strategy to send out missionaries.
C. Six FOUNDATIONAL PREMISES that we operate from:
1. The Holy Spirit is raising up a global prayer strategy that will far surpass any other prayer movement in Church history resulting in the great harvest in unprecedented numbers.

2. Prayer will be the next missionary movement.

3. God is sovereignly calling forth and setting full-time intercessory missionaries.
4. The Holy Spirit is releasing a new paradigm of enjoyable prayer.

5. Night and day PRAYER to literally continue 24 hours a day.
6. Revelation of the End-Time judgments – this is a necessity that brings urgency.
II. Central to the missions base: establishing the 24/7 prayer room

A. Central to the IHOP-LS Missions Base is the prayer room where we engage in worship and intercession as God’s primary means of releasing justice on the earth. The prayer room is the heartbeat – essence and origin – of everything we do. It is the reason for everything we do and the place from which everything flows. Effective ministry flows from the place of violently pursuing the first commandment.
B. Prophetic dream in March 2007: The 24-hour a day prayer room is the main and central focus. The implications of the prayer room not being the core of our ministry was very negative. We have been raised up for a specific reason and purpose.
C. We seek to operate the prayer room in the spirit of the Tabernacle of David.

1. As a young man David made a vow to find a resting place for God in the earth (Psalm 132). This cry in David’s heart was partly materialized in this tabernacle in which non-stop worship continued unbroken for 33 years.

1 LORD, remember David… 2 how he swore to the LORD, and vowed to the Mighty One of Jacob: 3 surely I will not go into the chamber of my house, or go to the comfort of my bed… 5 until I find a place for the LORD, a dwelling place for the Mighty One of Jacob. (Ps. 132:1-5)
2. The Tabernacle of David was the tent where King David placed the ark. This was a different tabernacle than the tabernacle of Moses. The tabernacle of David was a temporary holding place for the ark. It was in David’s heart to build a house for God (the temple), which King Solomon would later build. David’s plans for ‘temple worship’ weren’t in the Mosaic Order, but the order which He received by revelation (Ps. 119:96), patterned after the prayer room in heaven (Rev. 4-5)
1 So they brought the ark of God, and set it in the midst of the tabernacle that David had erected for it. (1 Chron. 16:1)

3. David placed the ark in this tent and put 288 prophetic singers and 4,000 full-time musicians and 4,000 gatekeepers around it night and day to minister to the Lord.
37 So he (David) left Asaph and his brothers there before the ark of the covenant of the LORD to minister before the ark regularly, as every day’s work required… (1 Chron. 16:37)

7 So the number of them, with their brethren who were instructed in the songs of the LORD, all who were skillful, was two hundred and eighty-eight. (1 Chron. 25:7)

5 Four thousand were gatekeepers, and four thousand praised the LORD with musical instruments… (1 Chron. 23:5)

4. Amos prophesied of the Tabernacle of David that would be restored. We are NOT the Tabernacle of David. We seek to operate in the spirit of the Tabernacle of David. By this, we mean night and day ministry to the Lord, the perpetual worship and intercession. We do not consider what we are doing to be the restored Tabernacle of David. Amos was prophesying of the restoration of night and day worship and intercession.
11 On that day I will raise up the Tabernacle of David, which has fallen down, and repair its damages; I will raise its ruins… (Amos 9:11)

5. David’s revelation of heavenly worship is foundational to David’s throne which is ‘government in the spirit of the Tabernacle of David’ or government based on 24/7 worship and intercession.

3 You are holy, enthroned (release power) in the praises (singing the Word) of Israel. (Ps. 22:3)

6 Let the high praises of God be in their mouth… 7 to execute vengeance (justice) on the nations, and punishments on the peoples; 8 to bind their kings with chains… 9 to execute on them the written judgment – this honor have all His saints. (Ps. 149:6-9)
6. David commanded God’s people to honor the order of worship he received. These principles – establishing full-time singers and musicians – are timeless, valid, and necessary today.

25 Hezekiah… stationed Levites in the house of the LORD with cymbals, with stringed instruments and with harps, according to the commandment of David…for thus was the commandment of the LORD… (2 Chron. 29:25)

D. The Davidic order of worship was embraced and reinstituted by seven leaders in the history of Israel and Judah. Each time this order of worship was reintroduced, spiritual breakthrough, deliverance and military victory followed.

1. Solomon instructed that worship in the temple should be in accordance with the Davidic order (2 Chronicles 8:14–15).

2. Jehoshaphat defeated Moab and Ammon by setting singers up in accordance with the Davidic order: singers at the front of the army singing the Great Hallel. Jehoshaphat reinstituted Davidic worship in the temple (2 Chronicles 20:20–22, 28).

3. Joash reinstituted the Davidic order of worship (2 Chronicles 23:1–24:27).

4. Hezekiah cleansed and reconsecrated the temple, and reinstituted the Davidic order of worship (2 Chronicles 29:1–36, 30:21).

5. Josiah reinstituted Davidic worship (2 Chronicles 35:1–27).

6. Ezra and Nehemiah, returning from Babylon, reinstituted Davidic worship (Ezra 3:10, Nehemiah 12:28–47).

7. Historians have also speculated that around the time of Jesus, in their search to find communion with God, the Essenes of the Judean wilderness reinstituted Davidic worship as part of their life of prayer and fasting. Some believe John the Baptist may have been associated with this group.
III. government flows from intercession
A. In Christ, we see what God esteems and why He has given His Son authority in Heaven: His death. After Jesus died and ascended, He took His place at the right hand of the Father, always praying unceasingly and fervently that God would lead us through the same narrow gate into Heaven.
B. Jesus died to pray for us.
34 Who is he who condemns? It is Christ who died, and furthermore is also risen, who is even at the right hand of God, who also makes intercession for us. (Rom. 8:34)
25 Therefore He is also able to save to the uttermost those who come to God through Him, since He always lives to make intercession for them. (Heb. 7:25)
C. The government of God rests on poverty, weakness and humility. We take ‘authority’ in the kingdom to the degree that we follow Jesus in His death.

25 But Jesus called them to Himself and said, “You know that the rulers of the Gentiles lord it over them, and those who are great exercise authority over them. 26 Yet it shall not be so among you; but whoever desires to become great among you, let him be your servant. 27 And whoever desires to be first among you, let him be your slave— 28 just as the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give His life a ransom for many.” (Mt. 20:25-28)

D. The kingdom of God works backwards to our natural mind. There is a great controversy in the fact that the wisdom of God conflicts with the wisdom of man. Our way to greatness is through embracing voluntary weakness, foolishness and insignificance.
19 For it is written: “I will destroy the wisdom of the wise, and bring to nothing the understanding of the prudent.” (1 Cor. 1:19)
27 But God has chosen the foolish things of the world to put to shame the wise, and God has chosen the weak things of the world to put to shame the things which are mighty; 28 and the base things of the world and the things which are despised God has chosen, and the things which are not, to bring to nothing the things that are, 29 that no flesh should glory in His presence. (1 Cor. 1:27-29)

E. Jesus’ teaching on prayer is the way into dependence on God. Jesus’ main teachings on prayer are the way for us to embrace weakness and to mature in Christ. His teachings on prayer are in direct opposition to the spirit of the age that prides itself on its independence and self-sufficiency. Prayer is the manifestation of a dependent soul.
F. The disciples, who heard all of Jesus’ messages, saw all of His miracles and deliverances, never asked to be taught on any of these things. They never asked His for a strategy to win new converts. They never asked to how to gain more influence, wealth or power. They realized all of those things were the fruit of His relationship with His Father.  The subject of prayer is what caught their attention. They asked His to teach them to pray like He did. What did they see when they saw Jesus pray?
G. Prayer is the seat of government in the kingdom. It should be the primary concern of every disciple of Jesus Christ. Today we have training on everything but prayer, yet prayer was the one thing the disciples wanted to be trained in by Jesus.
H. Psalms 2 describes a conversation between the Father and Son. The implication of what is revealed in this passage demands our attention.
7 “I will declare the decree: The LORD has said to Me, ‘You are My Son, today I have begotten You. 8 Ask of Me, and I will give You the nations for Your inheritance, and the ends of the earth for Your possession. (Ps. 2:8-9)
I. The Father says to the Son: “Ask of Me and I will give you…” The government of God is released through asking. We must lay hold of this: We will forever ask of God and He will forever give IN RESPONSE TO our asking.
J. Jesus emphasized this same reality to us many times: In the same way that He’s Jesus’ Father, He is our Father. God is our Father, and since He is our Father, we can ask Him whatever we wish as it relates to His desires. He will give us anything we ask in the name of Jesus. It’s as simple as it sounds: Ask and it will be given.
7 Ask, and it will be given to you; seek, and you will find; knock, and it will be opened to you. 8Everyone who asks receives, and he who seeks finds, and to him who knocks it will be opened. (Mt. 7:7-8)
13 And whatever you ask in My name, that I will do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son. 14 If you ask anything in My name, I will do it. (Jn. 14:13-14)

7 If you abide in Me, and My words abide in you, you will ask what you desire, and it shall be done for you. (Jn. 15:7)

23 And in that day you will ask Me nothing. Most assuredly, I say to you, whatever you ask the Father in My name He will give you. 24 Until now you have asked nothing in My name. Ask, and you will receive, that your joy may be full. (Jn. 16:23-24)
K. God longs to give His resources to us, but will not do so until we ask. He isn’t ‘stingy’ with His giving, but He strategically withholds it until we ask because He’s after our heart (Jam. 4:2). He withholds no good thing from those who seek Him.
9 “So I say to you, ask, and it will be given to you; seek, and you will find; knock, and it will be opened to you. 10 For everyone who asks receives, and he who seeks finds, and to him who knocks it will be opened. 11 If a son asks for bread from any father among you, will he give him a stone…13 If you then, being evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ask Him!” (Lk. 11:9-13)
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
